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INTRODUCTION


This good book for great times is designed to teach you how to have more fun. The deal is simple: Use these ideas to throw kick-ass parties. Follow our lead and your social life will improve for all of eternity. For real.

The following advice is by far the most serious section of the book. Don't get all scared by the preachy lingo. Trust in your good book. We've put our moderately priced Catholic school educations to good use breaking down the elements of a great event. We present, The Art of the Party.

THE ART OF THE PARTY: 10 RULES FOR PARTY PLANNERS



1. People — Quality over Quantity



When a crowd becomes too large to manage, the quality of people can suffer. Throwing a huge shit show is fun, but you can almost always count on the following things to happen: losing money, cleaning up vomit, and two angry drunk guys bumping into each other. To avoid these common mistakes, we keep most of our guest lists around thirty to forty people. A small, well-organized party can create a level of synergy that is more intoxicating than the Popov vodka you are drinking. Invite fun people who are going to contribute. Judgmental partiers can ruin the mood. Find the ones that are excited to be doing something creative.



2. Be Respectful to Girls



When throwing a party, our goal is to have fun, not to get laid. You will be very successful as a party planner if you create fun environments where females feel safe. This can take time and patience, but will lead to groups of girls who come to every event. If someone in your circle is being disrespectful, ban him from the next party. Alcohol is going to lead to sexual situations. This does not mean that it will always happen, so don't force it. Combining groups of girls can also be difficult, so as a host, organize activities that break up groups of catty girls.



3. Keep an Even Ratio



When planning your event try to keep an even ratio of males and females. This will create a comfortable balance. When there is a shortage of girls, guys become over aggressive and try to monopolize female attention. When there is a shortage of guys, girls get bored quickly and want to move to a more stimulating environment like a club. When the ratio is even, people will comfortably mingle until they find some-one interesting.



4. Themes and Costumes Are Key



Themes act as the creative hook that draws people to the event. Pick one that challenges partygoers to rise to the occasion. Themes encourage people to plan and/or shop for their outfit, adding to the overall experience.

If you follow these rules, you'll be able to create dozens of unforgettable experiences that will always trump the stories of those clubbing, bottle-service douche bags. That's the 5th Year guarantee.
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The awkward hour of a typical party occurs when people begin to arrive. Costumes are the best icebreaker for strangers. It creates a feeling that even though you don't know everyone, you're all in this together. Suddenly, those spandex tights and leg warmers don't feel so uncomfortable. As the first drink starts to hit, you realize that you and everyone else at the party are in for a good night.



5. Send a Great Invitation



A well-written invitation is one of the most critical parts of a successful party. An invitation sets the tone and addresses the issues that can cause uncertainty. Tell the guests exactly what they are getting into with a description that includes the location, theme, transportation, level of intoxication, and a detailed timeline. You have to create such an enticing invitation that your friends will worry that if they skip this Red Wine/White Suit Party they will have to hear about how much fun it was for weeks.

Send invitations out at least a week in advance. After people have responded, it's time to start the preparty e-mail war. E-mail blast everyone coming and let the trash talking begin. Almost like you're speculating on an upcoming sporting event, call people out for previous lackluster performances and criticize their drinking abilities. This will get people fired up and will ensure their full commitment. After the event, start a post-party email battle that includes crowning the Most Valuable Partier as well as the Least Valuable Partier (The Turd Ferguson Award), and go over a list of other people's highs and lows.



6. Designate Roles to Partygoers



Not every partier wants to be the center of attention, but all guests do enjoy contributing. Designate roles for people that suit their personalities. This lightens your load and makes people feel like they have stock in the party. Put two or three guys in charge of alcohol. This means cost, quality, and quantity. Put a few girls on decorations because they will be more detailed than males. Appoint someone DJ and have him or her create iPod playlists. Sometimes shy people don't want to participate, so give them a task or job like photographer. Always have one person who acts as the cruise director, keeping everyone busy with drinking games and contests. As the host, you should always keep an eye out for newcomers. Sometimes it's very intimidating for newbies to come into a really close group of friends, so the host should make them feel welcome. Know your friends' skills and try to put them to use at every event.



7. Stay Active — Don't Let Alcohol Be the Center of Attention



If people are hovering around the booze, you've failed as a party planner. Alcohol is a much-needed social lubricant, but it is best used as an enhancer, not the primary form of entertainment. This can be avoided by having activities planned before the party begins. We've included a bunch of games that will keep the energy levels up. People should be so preoccupied that they're forced to rush over to refill their drinks before the next game starts. Learn these games. Memorize them. Always have one ready to get people rocking.



8. Be the Pace Car of Intoxication



As a host, you have to observe the level at which people are consuming drinks. Be the pace car. Don't let partiers get too far ahead or too far behind. Keeping people on the same level will fuel the fire of a great time.



9. Details Count



What you do to go above and beyond is what your guests will remember and talk about. As a party planner, you have to be willing to go the extra mile to make your event more of an experience. These can be little things like creating nametags for drinking games, posting tournament-style brackets for beer pong, and organizing large group photographs. These little things add up to something much bigger. When the question comes up of whether or not you should go and buy temporary tattoos for your Citizenship Party, always consider that it's always worth the extra effort.



10. Don't Go to the Party — Create the Party



Be in control of your social life. Instead of throwing the standard Naked Girls and Horny Dudes Party, plan something original that will create a long-lasting memory. Once you've done a few successful events, you will be able to start building a network of like-minded people. When you and your friends are out having fun, people will gravitate towards your group. Grab their e-mails and invite them to the next event. We truly believe in the statement, “If you're bored, you're boring.”

HOW TO GET PEOPLE TO SHOW UP

As a party planner, you have to motivate people to come to events. This can be like pulling teeth. If you were asking them to come to a club opening for [insert anorexic celebrity's clothing line here], all you would have to do is mention the magical four-letter word: list. Then they would wait outside in a line for two hours. However, a creative theme can have the opposite effect and scare some people away.

Our parties require a little bit of user participation, which directly conflicts with people's laziness. The lamer partygoers will use any excuse not to come so you have to have a counterattack ready for each excuse.


Reason: Typical Girl says, “I don't want to come because I don't know what to wear.”


Counterattack: In the invitation, include a detailed explanation of the theme and a list of possible costume ideas. This will give all the girls an acceptable spectrum of ideas to choose. Girls don't fear dressing up (that's their favorite part), they just fear being criticized by other girls for having the sluttiest costume. Treat a party like a film set. You are the director setting the scene.
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Partygoers are like actors who have to understand the environment so they can improvise. All it takes is a little push in the right direction and girls will build on your ideas.


Reason: Lazy Partier says, “I don't want to come because it's easier to just go out to bars.”


Counterattack: After the general invitation goes out, individually contact people. Never ask them to come as a favor. Frame the invite in a way that appeals to them personally and will be hard for them to turn down. Here are some examples:


	

Single Girls: Compare the two environments … “Look, you can go out to a nightclub where every guy there is just going to use you as a story to validate himself to his other homoerotic friends or you can come to our party where you might actually meet some-one interesting.”




	

Single Guys: Hit them where it hurts — the wallet … “Option #1: Go to the bar and try to impress people you don't like by pretending you have money and buying rounds. Option #2: Take half of the money you would normally spend at a club and bring something fun to the party (breathalyzer, Slip 'N Slide, karaoke machine, extra costumes). This will guarantee that you will meet some new girls. Spend less, get more.”




	

Couples: Frame it in a way that gives them fun things to do together… “Hey, you two should come to our party this weekend. We need some more good people there. I know this vintage store where you can find a good couple's costume, and right around the corner there's a little restaurant that you two would love.”







Reason: Half-Asser says, “I might stop by for a little bit, but I have other plans.”


Counterattack: The Half-Asser will never come in costume. So when you go to get your outfit, pick up a couple cheap accessories like glasses, wigs, moustaches, and extra vintage clothes. Have them available at the front door. The minute these people show up, throw something on them and whisk them into the party. Don't give them time to even consider leaving. Throw them right into the middle of a game or activity and introduce them to some new people. Before you know it, the Half-Asser will hit the four-drink tipping point and decide to stay.

PARTIES WE WON'T PUBLISH AND WHY

We cover a lot in this book, but there are some party ideas that we wouldn't touch with a ten-foot pole because they're used more than guidettes from Jersey. Here is a list of five party themes that you won't find inside …



The Toga Party



Yes, this is the Godfather of all theme parties and we do pay homage to its roots. Throwing a Toga Party is like playing speed quarters with wooden nickels. The game is the same, but the tools have gotten better. Improve on good ideas with new ideas. Throwing a Toga Party while on a pub crawl in Rome is something worthy of a Face-book post. Throwing a Toga Party in your basement with the football team is not. Stay away from the toga.



Anything with Pros, Bros, or Hos



Is this the best you can come up with while sitting in your frat-house bunk bed trying to rub a chub without waking up your roommate? Pros, Bros, and Hos parties are the most uncreative themes. Phone a Family or Friend Ethnic Joke Competition



Ethnic jokes are as American as apple pie and baseball. Celebrate our melting pot by organizing this contest. Pick an even amount of people and create a playoff bracket (www.printyourbracket.com). Go through your cell phone contacts, call someone of your choice, put them on speakerphone and make them tell you their best ethnic joke. If your joke receives more votes than your competitor, you advance to the next round. Once a person is called they cannot be called again. Calling your own minority friends offers a huge advantage because they usually spout off a chestnut about their own race. Our friend José gave us this little gem: “Why do Mexicans eat tamales on Christmas? Because they're the only things they have to unwrap.” May the person with the most racist friends win. Game on.



The Redneck Relay Race



Organize two teams of four and make sure you have the following items: dual track slip and slide, light beers, watermelons, beer bongs, corn dogs, and a body of water.


Leg 1: The first contestants must go down the slip and slide and finish a beer bong being held by their teammate.

COSTUME YOU VERY MUCH


5th Year loves a good costume party. You'll notice in this book that most of the events are based around hilarious themes paired with embarrassing costume ideas. The foundation of a party is built on the strength of its theme, but it's the individuals at the party who dictate the energy in the room. What makes a party exceptional is the level of detail and involvement of the attendees; this can be measured in awesomeness of costumes.

The core of a party's success is in the individual costumes sported by your guests. The more detailed the costume, the more time and energy the guest put in to being at your party. They are invested in the event. And their attention to detail will be matched by their excitement and energy. The opposite is equally true. A theme party where guests show up unprepared and uninvolved is a failure. People who show up sans costume are saying they're not excited to be there, killing the energy. (Those who show up in a last-minute ensemble pulled together from last year's Halloween costume are equally lazy and unoriginal.) Their thought process is, “I'm not wearing a stupid costume. I'm just gonna show up, bang some chicks, and get fucked up.” Remember that. And think about keeping those gaping douche holes off the next invite list.

Costumes create a feeling of party euphoria. When wearing a costume, a partygoer is saying to the world, “I don't care if I look stupid. I'm having an awesome fucking time.” If you ever look at photos from a costume party you'll notice a major difference from regular non-costume party pictures. Look at those people in the non-costume ones. They're just a bunch of mopey-faced beanbags sitting around in turtlenecks trying not to look stupid. Now look at the costume ones. Those people are actually partying. They're smiling, hugging, dancing, laughing, and one hell of a time. After putting on a costume, you can stop worrying about what people think about you for a little while, and focus on the sweet dance moves you're going to bust. Putting on a costume enhances the party mentality.

Getting people excited to dress up is key to the success of your social gathering. As the host, make sure it's clear that if people show up un-costumed, they will be punished by whips and chains and a firing squad of scorn that isn't even held to the Rules of Ridicule.


Rules of Ridicule: The parameters of acceptability for torturing, pranking, chiefing, or verbally abusing your friends. Pretty much everything is fair game except for talking about sisters and mothers in any sort of sexual manner.



TRUE, WEARING A COSTUME CAN MAKE YOU LOOK STUPID. BUT WHEN YOU BRING TOGETHER GIRLS AND GUYS IN HILARIOUS COSTUMES, MIX IN SOME ALCOHOL, AND TIE IT ALL TOGETHER UNDER SOME THEME, THE PARTY IS JUST MORE FUN.



There is always one scaredy-pants douche in your circle of friends who will pretend that he didn't know it was a theme party. In ours it's a guy named Pat. (Sorry Pat, you should have tried harder.) Have backup costumes ready for lame-o's like him. As punishment, they will be made fun of and blacklisted from future events. The enemy must pay.

At the end of the day, a costume knocks down the social barriers people bring to parties. Nervous energy is destroyed when everyone is dressed up. When people decide to let their social guard down, they start to have fun. Similar to alcohol, a costume gets people loosened up and ready to rock. Your pictures are better, people make better friends, and people learn to let their tits out a little bit. It's a 5th Year fact.








AUSSIE RULES PARTY! OI! OI! OI!
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Anyone who has ever met a group of Australians knows that they're the best drinking buddies. The women are just as crazy as the men, and neither sex can say no to alcohol-inspired adventures. The Aussie Rules Party uses the time-honored American tradition of stereotyping our friends from Down Under. (Crocodile Dundee accent on …) “This is guaranteed to pack a wallop for all you blokes and Sheilas. Prepare to get kicked in the teeth by a beaut of a time, you bloody ankle-biters!”

THE SET-UP

You should pick a scorcha of a day for The Aussie Rules Party. It'll make you feel like you're really in the outback. You should plan to have it somewhere that has a yard big enough for a walkabout and a lawn 'bout knee high on a grasshopper.



The Games



Here are some Down Under drinking games to help you down some grog.


Trugo Tourney: Trugo is a game that was invented by rail workers in Melbourne, Australia. We've taken the basic elements and modified it into a dodgier version of beer pong. All that is needed is a big lawn, a croquet mallet, a hockey puck, and a bunch of canned beers. Setup two pyramids of six beers each (three in the back, two in the middle, one in front) roughly twenty-five feet apart. Each team of two has twenty-four tries to knock over all six of the opposing team's cans by standing up the hockey puck and striking it with the mallet so it rolls on its side into the cans. The catch: You have to face away from the cans, bend over, and swing the mallet through your legs. The first team to knock over all the cans wins. If the cans haven't been knocked over after each team gets twenty-four turns, the team with the most cans knocked down wins. (Losers have to finish the remaining beers still standing.) Set up a bracket just like you would for beer pong.

The Champagne Scrum: Start by shaking up a few bottles of cheap champagne (Cook's or André). Then have the whole party stand about ten feet in front of you, while you open the bottle and shoot the cork into the air. Whoever comes out of the scrum with the cork gets to pick four people to finish the bottle. The winner also picks the order in which the four will drink; once one person breaks the lip-to-bottle seal, he has to pass the champagne to the next person. If the fourth person can't finish the bottle, he or she has to pour the remaining bubbly over their head. Repeat game until party is rocking.


Thunder from Down Under



Dance-off: Everyone knows about the Thunder from Down Under, the male strip show from Oz. Sit five willing girls down in chairs and have five male contestants volunteer to give them lap dances. Speakers up. It's time for Australia's greatest export — blast ACDC's “Dirty Deeds Done Dirt Cheap.” Let the male strippers embarrass themselves for a few minutes and use the crowd's applause to pick a winner.


The Crocodile Mile: Run two Slip 'N Slides side by side, with a beer in between them at the end. Match up partygoers and have them race against one another. Each racer gets an inflatable crocodile and a running head start. The first person to slide down the course on their croc and grab the beer wins the heat.
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AWKWARD PARTY
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We've all done or said something at a party that has led to an awkward silence, like the kind that follows your gay joke — when you're seated next to the gay guy — or you asking a woman how far along in her pregnancy she is only to find out she's just packed on some holiday pounds. All you can really do at that point is put your foot in your mouth and enjoy the awkwardness. But just because it's awkward, doesn't mean it's not hilarious.

The Awkward Party invites uncomfortable comments and embarrassing moments into one night of inappropriate behavior. For once, you can say all of those taboo thoughts out loud, and everyone will laugh. (We hope.)

THE SET-UP

Do the opposite of what you would normally do to prepare for guests. Instead of making sure the bathrooms are stocked with plenty of soap, hand towels, and toilet paper, get rid of all of those luxuries and let your guests awkwardly search for something else to clean up with. “Um … I know this is awkward, but I just took a huge dump and you didn't have any toilet paper … so I had to wipe with my own sock. Now it's clogged.”

BEACH BUNKER BONANZA
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Fire in the hole! Water balloons are whizzing by your head at fifty mph, but you don't care … you are on a mission … a mission for beer. Exit your bunker, charge the battlefield, and try not to get killed. It's a war zone out there.



The Beach Bunker Bonanza is the perfect combination of warm weather and a mass consumption of the performance dehancing drug, light beer. Camouflage gear, helmets, and war paint is encouraged.

THE SET-UP

The field of play is a beach, or any sandy area where you can dig a bunker. Organize your friends in teams of three to four people. Build your bunker with your team. A bunker is a hole in the ground that is used as a shelter from enemy fire. Bunkers are built around the central keg. The keg has its own bunker. Bunkers cannot be built closer than thirty yards to the keg. That space is no-man's land and when inside, you become an open target.

The object of the game is to get to the keg, fill up your beer, and get back to your bunker without getting decimated by an onslaught of enemy fire. If you do get hit, your beer becomes property of the bunker that nailed you. March to the enemy bunker; fill up everyone's cups, and head back to your bunker emptyhanded. Your team will be very disappointed with your futile efforts.

Try always having a steady supply of beer to ration for your bunkmates. Take turns filling up the pitcher … be smart, run hard, and don't be a hero … you'll get destroyed every time.

Every thirty minutes, one member from each team is rotated to a different bunker. This will keep the excitement moving and allow for more interaction. Newcomers always run first. It's like Mr. Payne said in Dazed and Confused, “Fifty of you are leaving on a mission. Twenty-five of you ain't coming back.”

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KAN JAM TOURNEY


Beer pong is a little too tame to follow up the Bunker raid. You need another excuse to drink an eighteen-pack. Salvation lies in a new game sweeping America and it's called Kan Jam. Visit www.Kanjam.com to order your set today (only $34.99 or in college economics, dos thirty-packs). Here's the general concept behind the game from www.Kanjam.com:


	
Kan Jam is played with one Frisbee and two bucket-shaped goals. Kan Jam is played with two teams of two.



	
The goals are placed fifty feet apart.



	
Teams take turns throwing the Frisbee to their teammate while he/she tries to use their hands to deflect the Frisbee into the bucket.



	
The objective of the game is to score 21 points.


Dinger (one point): If a player redirects a throw and it hits the container but does not go in.


Deuce (two points): The thrower directly hits the container without the help of his teammate.


Bucket (three points): The deflector hits the thrown Frisbee directly into the bucket.



	
Each container has a Frisbee-sized slot in the front. If a player throws it through the slot, it is an instant win.
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OVER THE TOP


Here are a few ideas on how to take the game to the next level:


Make the teams co-ed: Nothing is worse than two obnoxious dudebros dominating a competition.


Team names: Each team name should be a '90s jam band.


Tie-dye shirts and colored bandanas are required: Frisbee is associated with the Grunge hippies of the '90s, so dress accordingly: Birkenstocks, tinted glasses, headbands, jamband tee shirts, flannel grunge, hemp jewelry, and the combat boots/denim shorts combo. Watch PCU (an underrated classic) for inspiration.


Buy a big poster board: Keep track of wins and losses.


Buy some kind of hippie trophy for the winning team: lava lamp, incense holder, baja hoodies, mushroom candles, or a Bob Marley poster.

BEASTER EGG HUNT
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It's simple. Substitute the plastic eggs with decorated cans of Milwaukee's Best.

THE SET-UP

bEaster is held one Sunday after the traditional zombie Jesus day they call Easter. Supplies are cheap as dog poop the week after Easter, so head to your local drugstore and stock up on baskets, Cadbury Eggs, Peeps, bunny ears, cardboard decorations, and paint.

Have your friends come over Sunday morning, make some mimosas, and start decorating the cans. The cans should be decorated with one color each. The colors correspond to points based on the difficulty of the can's hiding place. Cram all the contestants in one bathroom while the bEaster bunny (the host) then hides all of the colored cans. Make the bathroom guests finish a thirty-pack of light beer before they can start the search for eggs.


Yellow: 1 point. Examples: underneath planters, up in trees, between couch cushions


Blue: 2 points. Examples: deep inside cabinets, inside of rain gutters, ducttaped underneath tables


Pink: 3 points. Examples: inside the toilet tank, covered in dog poop, buried in the backyard

Keep them on their toes and hide one or two green cans. Let them drink the beers first and then tell them greens are not worth any points.


The bEaster Egg Hunt Rules



	
Break into teams of two. Each team must have a basket and an Easter-themed team name.



	
When a team finds a beer, they have to run back to their basket to finish it. All baskets are placed on a judge's table. Once the beer is finished, they can continue to hunt for more cans.



	
The team with the most points at the end of fifteen minutes is declared the winner.






AFTER THE HUNT


Don't let the hunt be the pinnacle of the day. Keep the Easter spirit (buzz) going with a Peep Eating Competition. Contestants sit at a table and take turns rolling a dice. Contestants tap out when they can't eat any more. The last man standing wins.

That's a fact.*


Thanks to the homoerotic oil rubbers that created the Olympics, we were able to design our own Olympiad based around the decimation of light beer by the thousands. Our Olympic forefathers have inspired us to rise up from the catacombs of inebriation and carry on the tradition that is “The Beer Olympics.” Nations compete in the name of mindless jollification to earn the title of “Champions of the Golden Nectar of the Gods.”

Beer Olympics is day drinking event consisting of teams of four competing in five drinking events:

Detailed explanations of the games follow. Each game has a point system for first, second, and third. Buy poster board and make the brackets for the events.


The Rules



	
Each team is made up of two guys and two girls.



	
In the beer pong event, each team has one coed squad on both the Western and Eastern brackets. The rest of the events are played with entire team.



	
If a team places first in an event they were awarded three points, second is two points, and third is one point.



	
At the end of all the games, the top four teams advanced to the final beer pong bracket, where the first and fourth seed played the winner of the second and third seed in the championship game. Do this so every team has a chance to sneak into the final beer bong bracket. That way a dark horse always has a shot to win gold.



	
If any team has members that can't go on, they are automatically disqualified. Endurance becomes a huge factor in winning the competition.






EACH TEAM SHOULD COME UP WITH ITS OWN NAME THAT IS CLOSELY ASSOCIATED WITH A GEOGRAPHICAL PLACE: BEERUIT, BEERZENSTEIN, BEERSTANBUL, BEERJINGS, BEERHANNESBURG, BEERLIN, BEERBODIA, BEERMUDA, RUSKY BRUSKIES, SAUDI BEERABIA, BEERU, PAPUA NEW BEERS, BEERAGUAY, OR BEERGLADESH.



Make sure you have enough food and alcohol to last the whole day. Tell everyone on the e-vite to bring a thirtypack and a tray of food. The food is important; you don't want people leaving because they get hungry. If you're hosting, you should have the following on hand: ping pong balls (get a bunch), metal darts, poster board, and Sharpies.

Greet everyone as they come in. You might even want to stage your own Opening Ceremonies parade. Then once everyone has arrived, stick your finger up your butt and smell it (it's a Greek thing) and let the games begin!

THE GAMES


Event #1: Anchorman. This game requires one beer pitcher, eight quarters (one for each player), and two teams of four people. Each team lines up on one side of a table and takes turns trying to bounce a quarter into a full pitcher. Genius! The team that sinks all of their quarters first wins. When one person is left struggling to make their quarter, we recommend screaming at them and making very offensive personal comments about their childhood. The pressure is on.

Once a team has all of their quarters in the pitcher, they win. The winning team gets to decide the drinking order for the losing team by picking the first, second, third, and anchorman. Each losing player drinks as much as he can, but as soon as his lips leave the pitcher they have to pass it to the next teammate. The anchorman must finish what is left, or dump the pitcher over his head.


Event #2: Beer Bong or Beirut. If you don't know how to play this game, you have no business reading this book and should Google image search “tubgirl.”


Event #3: Speed Quarters. SQ is played around a circular table with alternating players from both teams standing next to each other. The game is played with coffee mugs and quarters and the purpose is to catch up with the cup in front of you. The cups always move clockwise and if you sink the quarter on the first try, you can pass it to anyone on the table. Play this game to five eliminations.
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Event #4: Beer Darts. YouTube some Ocho Cinco endzone dances because this game demands some creative celebrations. The dartboard is set up using nine cans of beer on the ground. Eight of the cans should be placed down horizontally in an octagon formation. The ninth beer should be vertical in the middle of the octagon, acting as the bull's eye.


The Rules



	
Each game is played to twenty-five points.



	
Each team must have set a lineup.



	
A rope is hung approximately eight feet high halfway in front of the throwers. All darts must go over this rope for the points to count.





The points: one point for outside the circle touching can, two points for inside the circle not touching anything, three points for a punctured horizontal can, and ten points for a punctured vertical bull's eye can. Puncturing a can is a joyous occasion. While the geyser of beer shoots into the air, bust out your best “Icky shuffle.” The throwing team then hands the punctured beer to any opponent and they must finish it.


Event #5: Survivor Flip Cup. Have two teams line up on opposite sides of the table. Use red plastic cups and fill them up about a quarter of the way. Make sure everyone has the same amount, no cheaters. Start with the ends, and have opposing players “cheers” each other, tap their cup to the table, then chug. After the beer is done, the player must flip his cup from upright position to upside down position. Once he lands this flip, the next person can start chugging. So forth and so on, you should fucking know how to play this.

Now for the “Survivor” part. After each round, one player gets voted off of each team by the opposing team. The best players are usually voted off first making the final rounds the least experienced drinkers. The pressure is on!
